NOTES:  The two primary rhyming groups,  side / tried / decide / ride / guide  and right / light / sight  are themselves assonant (all with the long "I" 
sound,thus additionally reinforcing each other with  eight repititions of the same sound in different words.  The other rhyme pairs:  way/day,  you/two,  
fear/clear,  and the assonant pair road/go,  cover each of the other vowels, so that all five long vowel sounds are reinforced.
